We do not want to create a dependency, 

but rather assist our children toward be-

coming independent.

Each of our young people is required to 

work and be contributing members of 

their community.  Our financial assistance 

is time sensitive, generally  continuing for 

three months.

1. Assistance with discovering God’s plan for 

their life (Jeremiah 29:11) 

2. Help with discovering affordable housing 

3. Financial help setting up their home 

4. Educational guidance and some financial  

assistance 

5. Three to four months help with rent and 

food 

6. Assistance in locating employment
